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Narcotics Bureau cautions students against taking drugs to stay awake

At least five per cent of students in professional colleges in South India, including Puducherry, are
addicted to drugs especially prescribed drugs, said A. Venkadesh Babu, Assistant Narcotics
Commissioner, Central Bureau of Narcotics.

Addressing a seminar on ‘Tll effects of Drug Abuse and Addiction’ organised by Jawaharlal Institute of
Postgraduate Medical Education and Research (JIPMER) in collaboration with Central Bureau of
Narcotics in Puducherry, he said the rise in addiction to prescribed drugs has become a major health
concern.

“As an enforcement agency, the extent of abuse related to prescription drug is enormous,” he said.

Talking to The Hindu on the sidelines of the seminar, he said over the years there had been a rise in the
misuse of prescription drugs.

Mr. Babu said a large number of students in engineering and medical colleges were taking stimulants
containing narcotics and psychotropic substance to stay awake during examinations. “These drugs are
legally dispensed with proper prescription and sometimes even without prescription. The students
taking these drugs eventually get addicted,” he said.

He added that it was difficult to control such drug abuse as it does not come under the Narcotic Drugs
and Psychotropic Substance Act, 1985.

“The commonly abused drugs is methamphetamine (METH). Most of the students who get addicted to
this are ill-informed. This is highly dangerous as it leads to strong dependency on these drugs. They do
not understand the physiological effects on the body. Parents are also unaware and encourage children
to take memory improving drugs,” he added.

“Drugs containing narcotics and psychotropic substances are easily available even without
prescription in the pharmacy. Without strict regulatory mechanism in place, this is difficult to be
stopped,” he said.

To counter this drug addiction and abuse, the demand and supply of the drugs had to be checked.
“Implementing a strict drug control system and creating awareness on the ill-effects of abuse of drugs,
especially stimulants, would be essential to tackle this problem,” he emphasised.

‘Prescription drugs’ misuse on the rise’

THERE is an increasing trend in
the misuse of prescribed medi-
cine leading to drug abuse, espe-
clally among students, sald A
Venkadesh Babu, Assistant Nar-
cotics Commissioner.

These medicines are available
over the counter and abusers pur-
chase them repeatedly for drug
abuse, he said at an awareness
programme at JIPMER on
Thursday.

India is seeing a rise in the dan-
gerous trend of prescription
drugs being abused. According to
a UN report on drugs and crimes,
prescribed drugs kill more people
than heroin and cocaine world-
wide, Babu said.

The Opioids (synthetic pain
killer) , Benzodiazepines (depres-
sants or sedatives) and stimu-
lants are misused for abuse. Even
drugs prescribed for attention

disorder or ADHD (attention defi-
cit hyperactivity disorder) and
Ritalin are also being misused
and taken when there is no re-
quirement to boost performance
by students.

These drugs are cheaper and
its abuse is prevalent especially
among students as early as from
8th standard Around 80 percent
of today’s addicts are educated

and wealthy, but get hooked to
these drugs. Continuous use or
abuse would lead to severe psy-
chological or physical depend-
ence . These are highly addictive
and sudden withdrawal could
cause death

Continued abuse results in
baldness, stunted growth, con-
fused hormones, heart attack,
stroke, liver cancer , tumour and
cysts, kidney damage , hepatitis
and even death. . Sometimes to
boost the effect of alcohol, seda-
tives are combined with aleohol,
which is deadly and can lead to
heart attack

QOverdose of prescription drugs
for drug abuse do not fall under
the Narcotic Drugs and Psycho-
tropic Substances Act. It cannot
be controlled and Balu stressed
that a regulatory system is re-
quired in drug dispensing by
pharmacies.

Other drugs are used in metros
and rave parties, Balusaid and he

cautioned women to be careful
when in parties as the drinks
could be spiked. Once such a
drink is taken, girls become vul-
nerable to being molested or
raped. '

Balu said that it is the combi-
nation of demand-reduction and
supply-reduction that is being at-
tempted to control the drug men-
ace. Supply-reduction is basically
the enforcement of drug laws, but
at the same time demand- reduc-
tion is being attempted by spread-
ing awareness on the ill-effects of
drugs in colleges, he sald and
added that such programmes
have been conducted in five medi-
cal colleges in Puducherry by the
Central Bureau of Narcotics,
Chennai.

Dr G.K Pal, Registrar Academ-
ic and Professor of Physiology,
JIPMER moderated the session .

As a part of the motivational lecture series at

the 2016 iteration of the first years’ orientation
programme, Dr. Venkadesh Babu, LR.S.,
Assistant Narcotics commissioner, Central
Bureau of Narcotics (CBN), Chennai came down
to the campus to address the students. In a talk
held at the Barn Hall, he voiced his opinions on
a highly relevant issue of our time - ‘Il effects of
drug abuse and addiction’, Feeds managed to
catch up with the civil servant afterwards and
was able to have a quick chat with him.

- Hello sir, could you tell us more about your work for our readers?

I work in the Customs & Central Excise department, and have been posted as an assistant commissioner of
narcotics in the Central Bureau of Narcotics. Our jurisdiction is in South India, and we enforce the NDPS
act - Narcotics, Drugs and Psychotrophic Substances Act. Our primary motive is to prevent illicit trafficking
and to create awareness among the younger generation.

- S0, you are an IRS officer? When people think of the civil services, they usually think of IAS,IPS or IFS
branches. What do you feel about that?

IRS is one of the branches of the civil services. The top rankers of the civil service exams usually choose IAS,
IPS or IFS. A limited number of people are selected for IFS every year. IAS and IPS officers have direct
contact with the people. IRS officers also serve the nation indirectly.

- Could you tell us more about the IRS in general?

The IRS in fact, are employed in the Ministry of Finance. There are two boards in the Ministry - the Central
Board of Direct Taxes and the Central Board of Excise and Customs, which handles Indirect Taxes. Income
Tax, which is a direct tax, is handled by IRS officers, and here also, in customs & excises, IRS officers are
employed. Their main job is to collect revenue for the government.

- Being an IRS officer, how is it that you are in the Narcotics Bureau?

The Narcotics Bureau is managed by the Central Board of Excise and Customs. Since [ am an IRS officer, I
have been posted in this department. Central Board of Narcotics is a separate department by itself, having
its own parent cadres, right from Superintendents to Havildars. Its headquarters are in Gwalior and the
Narcotics Commissioner of India is the head of the department.




- Can you walk us through the speech that you gave today?

Today’s lecture was to give awareness about ‘ill-effects of drug abuse and addiction’. Why we are doing this
is - you see, in developed countries, like USA and UK, they have large law enforcement agencies in terms
of manpower. And they too, work to stop illicit trafficking and abuse of drugs by the public. But now, even
the UNODC - United Nations Office on Drugs and Control - has realized that it isn’t sufficient to have a
legal-based control. That it is difficult to have a control over this menace of addiction. So now they’ve
realized that they need a different approach of working together with the younger generation, working with
civil society and local governments. Together it is possible to eradicate this menace. In Chennai, we focus on
stopping illicit trafficking - that is, focussing on curbing the supply-side. The other side is the demand-side.
Only if there is demand, can there be supply. Demand reduction can be achieved purely through improving
awareness and participation by the younger generation. So, as a part of our demand reduction strategy, I'm
addressing colleges all over Chennai, and now, NIT-Trichy as well.

- How strict do you believe are our current drug
control and trafficking laws?

Our laws are very strict. Currently we lack the
manpower to enforce them efficiently. And even
if you have manpower, it is difficult to curb this
menace unless the public participation is there.

- You mentioned developed countries earlier. In
the US and Europe, governments are trying to
focus on care and rehabilitation of addicts rather
than handing down severe punishments. What is
your take on that?

Definitely. What you say comes under the social welfare department which concentrates on de-addiction
programmes. Another priority of ours’ is to prevent this malaise from taking root in the first place. What
you say is the second step, the first is becoming an addict. Our aim to prevent the public from falling prey
to these unscrupulous elements. There are different marketing strategies being adopted by these drug
peddlers. Through our programmes we aim to prevent these abuses from happening at all.

- What is your opinion on media that tries to bring out awareness about this topic, such as the recent film,
‘Udta Punjab’? What kind of message do you think such a film portrays?

See, in any movie, good and bad things are there. As long as you take the good things away from the film,
and experiment with them, it is okay. The bad things however, you cannot experiment with it, right? You
have to take the experiences of others as a lesson, and from that point of view, these movies are really
creating a lot of awareness.

- As a general trend of today, why do you think a lot of youth actually turn to drugs?

Taking statistics and research findings into consideration, about 80% of all addicts today had started out
just from curiosity, or peer pressure. Nobody is in need of these drugs. They just want to see what is right
or wrong - people tell them that ‘this is like that, it will give you euphoria, and highness’ - they want to
know whether it is true or not. Just out of pure curiosity - and peer pressure. If your own friend comes and
tells you, ‘try this’, you cannot say no. If a stranger comes to you and does the same, you can tell him to
mind his business, quite easily. But not to your friend. That is the effect of peer pressure. Primarily because
of this, many people try drugs once or twice and just like that, they end up in a dangerous situation.

- What would your message to today’s youth be?

As I mentioned in my speech in the morning, the greatest power of any human being is the power to say no.
So, I would expect you to say no to drugs, to respect your system. Your bodies are your greatest investment
at this age.
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- What are the dangers that a person would face if he were to become an addict?

It affects your body and mind. And your capacity to learn and study. At this age, in this stage of growth,
when you are in one of the premier institutes of the country, studying. You are here after two or three years
of hard work. Everyone here is having a dream and a goal. Not only you, but your family members also.
Once you divert yourself to these type of attentions, you cannot achieve your goal. The reason being,
scientifically people are telling, it requires 21 - 22 years for your brain to achieve full-growth. All these types
of drugs and abuses, they definitely affect your brain and even kill your brain cells if you take it for a while.
So in the process, your focus is affected drastically. There are different types of drugs out there; if you smoke
it, it will spoil your lungs. If you inject it, through your veins, it will definitely affect your heart and other
vital organs. These drugs, they do not have any good effect on the human body or mind. It only destroys ~

it destroys very silently, I would say. I can call it a ‘silent terrorism’ also.

- Would you encourage students to join the IRS?

Yes, definitely. My passion is to serve the society. Anybody with that kind of passion should definitely join
the civil services. If you are concerned about your earnings, this is not the right choice for you. Civil services
cannot be compared to private companies with respect to salary. This is the best choice for people with the
passion for serving the society. Many engineering graduates from IIT°s, NIT’s and other colleges are opting
for it. Medical students too join the civil services. Kejriwal is also from IIT and he is an IRS officer.

- Lastly, how do you feel about the students of NIT, Trichy in general?

I envy them because I did not get the chance to study in a premier institute like NIT. By seeing their focus I
can say that they are going to be the pillars of our country. My advice is that money is not everything. We
have a lot of work to do for our country. Students should realise that. If anyone is trying for the civil services,
they should start their work from today, not after finishing their degree. They should spend around an hour
or two every day and should focus outside their curriculum. They have to be the master of all. Only then can
they compete for such examinations. Everyone is capable. I don’t believe that some people have higher IQ
than others. Anyone who works hard can succeed in these examinations.

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YOUNG girls are getting as ad-
dicted to narcotics as men are,
in recent times, said A
Venkadesh Babu, Assistant Nar-
cotics Commissioner of the Cen-
tral Bureau of Narcotics (CBN).
He said this during an aware-
ness programme organised in
KAP Viswanatham Government
Medical College on Thursday.
Venkadesh further said, ‘A
large number of youngsters fall
prey to drug abuse, with about 5
per cent of students in each col-

lege addicted to narcotics.” He
said since India has more youth
population compared to other
countries, countries hostile to
India are influencing the youth
to take drugs, so that the econo-
my can be destabilised.

Though use of heroin and
other narcotics is less in Tamil
Nadu, marijuana and prescribed
psychotropic medical drugs
(prescribed for anxiety) are said
to be widely used by the young-
sters in the State.

A senior official from the Nar-
cotics Department said the bu-
reau had been using ‘Supply

Reduction Strategy’ in prevent-
ing this.

At present, the department
has been pursuing ‘Demand Re-
duction Strategy’ involving
awareness drives among young-
sters about the ill-effects of drug
use, so if the demands among
the consumer reduce, the supply
shall automatically reduce in
the country:.

Abuse of prescription drugs
is on the rise in the country
due to easy availability in
the market, A. Venkadesh
Babu, Assistant Narcotics
Commissioner, Central Bur-
eau of Narcotics, Chennai,
said on Wednesday.

Prescription drugs were
increasingly being mixed
with alcohol to give a high,
Mr. Venkadesh Babu said,
speaking at an awareness
programme .on “Drug and
Addiction Do Your Know
Enough” at the National Col-
lege and Bharathidasan In-
stitute of Technology here.

With strict surveillance
being mounted on illicit
drug trafficking and crack-
downs being carried out by
the enforcement agencies,
prescription drugs had be-
come an easier option for
abuse, given its availability
- in the pharmacy shops, he
¢ -said.

Prescription drugs con-
taining psychotropic sub-
stances manufactured in In-
dia were in great demand in
countries such as Australia,
where it was being used as
party drugs for mixing with
alcohol. Such drugs were
being smuggled to other
countries at huge price, Mr.
Venkadesh Babu said.

Mr. Babu cited a case of
an attempt made by a wo-
man passenger to smuggle
prescription drugs abroad
through the Tiruchi interna-
tional airport a few months
ago, which was thwarted by
the Central Bureau of Nar-
cotics eventually leading to
her arrest.

As India was the fourth
* highest producer of phar-

A. Venkadesh Babu
maceutical products, the
manufacturing cost of pre-
scription drugs was cheap
prompting smugglers to
sneak them out to countries
where they were in great de-
mand, he said. The most
prominent smuggling route
was through the ‘Golden
Triangle’ - Myanmar, Laos
and Thailand, he said.

Giving an overview of
drug abuse, its side effects
and illicit trafficking, Mr.
Venkadesh Babu said 90 per
cent of addicts were highly
educated with sound finan-
cial background, citing a
study.

The Central Bureau of
Narcotics was the oldest
drug law enforcement
agency in the country man-
dated with the task of pre-
venting illicit drug traffick-
ing. It had embarked on the
task of sensitising masses to
the ill effects of drug abuse,
he said.

Addiction to drugs was
recognised globally as one
of the real dangers that
could cause considerable
damage to individuals and
society, he said adding that
the focus globally was on
demand reduction strategy
to combat the menace.

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This customs officer seizes
every chance with aplomb

1 am happy that [ was able to attach ill-gotten properties’

In a little over 60 days, Cus-
toms officials in Madurai
airport have seized contra-
band substances, including
gold worth 1.75 crore. This
is a new trend as no seizure
of this nature has been made
ever since international
flight services began here in
September 2012. With spec-
ific intelligence inputs, the
officials have been bang on
target to seize valuables.
The man behind the fre-
quent seizures is Assistant
Commissioner, Air Intelli-
gence Unit, of Customs de-
partment, - A. Venkadesh
Babu. The Indian Revenue
Service ‘officer, who has
been steadfast in carrying
out the tasks assigned to
him, talks to S. Sundar
about his job, the challenges
and a satisfactory career.

“The prime duty of Cus-
toms department is conser-
vation of foreign exchange
and prevention of smuggling
activities,” says Mr. Babu.
For the son of an ex-service-
man from Tirunelveli dis-
trict, serving the nation was
his childhood dream. Grow-
ing up in ranks after joining
the Indian Customs and Ex-
cise Service, he realised that
he could make significant
contribution for economic
development of the country.

During his stint in Enfor-
cement Directorate, he was
involved in investigation of
several high profile money-
laundering and hawala cas-
es. “I am happy that I was
able to attach ill-gotten pro-
perties  worth  several
crores,” he says.

When he headed the Of-
fice of Central Bureau of Nar-
cotics, Preventive and Intel-
ligence Cell in Chennai, he
got to know about the ill-ef-

fects of narcotics substanc-
es. “It not only poses a chal-
lenge to the economy, but
also ruins the lives of young
people. A large number of
youth in Punjab have lost
their productive age and
health to drug abuse,” he
says.

Most challenging

He worked hard in intelli-
gence collection in ensuring
strict enforcement of Nar-
cotics Drugs and Psycho-
tropic Substances Act and
prevention of drug traffick-
ing in southern States. He
led a team of officials to con-
duct a survey of illegal cultiv-
ation of opium on a spraw-
ling 1,150 acres in 2017.

“It was the most challeng-
ing exercise I ever faced dur-
ing those 18 days. For, the
entire cultivation was done
on inaccessible terrains of
deep_forests in Arunachal
Pradesh, bordering China
and Myanmar. More than
the terrain, the hostile local
people made the task life
threatening for the team so
much so that we had to seek

support of paramilitary forc- -

es for the operation,” he
recalls.

But at the end, it was a sa-
tisfying task as opium worth
35,500 crore was destroyed
using the local people them-
selves. A workshop on tack-
ling international challenge
on new psychoactive sub-
stances organised by Drug
Enforcement Administra-
tion (DEA), a premier Drug
Law enforcement agency of
US, gave him a thorough in-
sight into the operation of
drug mafia. He is now in-
volved in creating awareness
of the impact of drug abuse
among students.

“I have sensitised the Cen-
tral Industrial Security Force
personnel to go beyond their
usual checking on security
angle alone. A conscious loo-
kout by CISF personnel for
contraband and foreign cur-
rencies will help the Cus-
toms officials in preventing
smuggling,” he says.

And that has paid off as
recently CISF personnel
alerted the Customs officials
about a passenger carrying
huge foreign currency. The
CISF personnel like other in-
formers would. also get re-
wards for their tip-off. He
has also tightened the cus-
toms check at the airport.
“Now, even workers em-
ployed for cleaning aircraft
by airlines have to pass
through customs clearance
to disprove their role in aid-
ing smugglers,” Mr. Babu
says.

Though carriers (kuruvis)
keep trying to smuggle va-
luables in the garb of passen-
gers, Mr. Babu warns inno-
cent international
passengers against accept-
ing any parcels from stran-
gers under anmy circum-
stance. “That could land
them in big trouble,” he says.

enters Guinness World Record

Held the largest drugs awareness lessor’ in Chennai; 2,009 persons took part

Assistant Commissioner of
Customs A. Venkadesh Ba-
bu has won the Guinness
World Records title holder
for the “Largest Drugs
Awareness Lesson” with
2,009 persons attending a
session held in Chennai on
February 2.

Sharing the fete with The
Hindw’, Mr. Babu, current-
ly posted as Assistant Com-
missioner (Air Intelligehce
Unit) of Customs Depart-
ment in Madurai Airport,
said he received the certifi-
cate from Guinness World
Records on Saturday.

Mr. Babu, who has been
delivering  motivational
talks to college students
since 2012, however,
changed his focus to drug
abuse after his stint in Cen-
tral Bureau of Narcotics,
Preventive and Intelligence
Cell in 2014.

“I realised that addiction
to drugs caused more dan-
gers to young people and
than lack of motivation. Pe-
ople can lead a decent life
even without motivation,
but an addict to drugs

could take the entire family
to streets,” he said.

In the last few years he
has addressed 127 colleges
across India, mostly on
abuse of drugs.

“In one of the meetings
held at Meenakshi Govern-
ment Arts College for Wo-
men more than 3,000 per-
sons, including students,
took part. But, then it was
not done under the super-
vision of officials from
GWR,” he said.

Along with Rotary Club
Madras and Honorary
Counsel for Republic of
Seychelles, Sesha Sai, a
meeting was organised at
Jeppiaar Engineering Col-
lege in which more than
2,000 students participat-
ed. The event went on for
1.38 hours. The previous re-
cord was for 650 persons.
“Even that attempt was
aimed at creating more
awareness on the evil of
drug abuse,” he said.

Every college across the
State had drug abusers.
“Girls are no exception,” he
said. Drug abuse was more
prevalent in medical colleg-
es.

Stating that U.S., which
had high manpower and
advanced technology, had
realised that only demand
reduction for drugs, rather
than supply reduction,
through creating aware-
ness of the ill-effects of
drug abuse could prevent
young people from falling
prey to drugs.

“A new freedom during
college days and curiosity
to taste and test drugs often
leads to addiction. Drugs
are cheaper and do not
need any privacy for peoc-
ple to consume then unlike
liquor. Hence, more people
take to drugs,” he said.

Stating that India would
have the largest youth force
in the world by 2020, he
said enemies of the country
were trying to weaken the
youth making them addicts
to drugs.

“Only way to safeguard
them is through creating
awareness,” he adds.

112011, & series of motivational lectures
that A Venkadesh Babu delivered in col-

leges across the country brought to his

notice the gravity of dirug abuse on cam-
puses. An assistant commissioner of air intel-
ligence unit of customs department in Ma-
durai, Babu was told by managementsof insti-
tutions about the susceptibility of students,
mostly hostellers in engineering and medical
colleges, to drugs. This goaded him to visit edu-
cational institutions, with the sole purpose of
sensitising students about the ill-effects of
drugs. When students who were benefited by
his talks, came calling to thank him, their ges-
ture fuelled Babu to take the sensitisation for-
ward in a big way.

Since then, the 49-year-old has conducted
anti-drugs awareness sessions in at least 174
colleges across the country Taking his efforts
to a new level, he recently created a Guinness
world record for conducting the ‘largest drugs
awareness lesson’ that lasted 98 minutes and
13.17 seconds and was attended by 2009
students from various colleges, in Chen-
nai. He broke the previous Guinness
record for the largest drugs awareness
lesson, where only 650 students had
taken part.

The Guinness record management
approved him as the instructor of the
record-breaking lesson, based
on his expertise and experi-
ence in the field.

Babu says his
tenureas the head
of central bureau
of narcotics, pre-
ventive and intel-
ligence cell in
Chennai, be-
tween 2014 and
2017 helped him
to equip himself
better on the
drugabuse sce-
nario in the
country.

targets are mostly students who live in hostels,
away from the scrutiny of parents and author-
ities and are susceptible to drug abuse. “The
vulnerable students fall in the age group of 13-
19 and mostly get addicted through their friends.
For those who are constantly exposed to drug
peddlers and users, it is a fight whether to try
drugs or not. My aim is to keep them from suc-
cumbing to such temptations from where there
is no coming back,” he says.

The most available drugs on campuses are
ganja (marijuana) and LSD.

In his awareness sessions, Babu gives pres-
entations on case studies, talks to students about
ill effects of drugs, anti-drug laws and how drug
abuse affects the addicted person and his/her
family and ruins their future.

When Babu received his Guinness record
certificate on Saturday, the first thing he did
was to show it to his boss - the chief commis-
sioner of customs Ranjan Kumar Routray - for
having given him the opportunity to do some-
thing for society.

A native of Tirunelveli who was raised in
Madurai, Babu says the contentment of res-
cuing youths from addiction is what keeps
him going.

The entire event for the Guinness re-
cord was videographed and documented
with the help of 50 appointed stewards,
four independent witness and two ap-
proved time keepers. A few organisa-
tions lent a helping hand to the

officials to attempt the record.

Babu has also conducted
bigger awareness pro-
grammes in the past includ-

ing a talk that was attended

by more than 3,000 students
in a Madurai college.

record by capturing the attention ol'a youth muss on
a boring topic of sensitization against drug abuse?

My nonstop oration lasted for I hour 38 minutes and
13.17 seconds and 2,009 people were listening to
my speech against Drug Abuse with rapt attention.
And cventually, a new Guinness world record was
created for the Largest Drug Awareness Lesson.

With an apprehensive outlook, I never dreamt of
creating history by talking in a public forum. Five
years ago | did not know that the menace of drug
abuse in the younger generations has been rising
all over the world and India was no exception to
it. Adolescents are adventurous, sclf confident
and often do new things to show that they can.
By and large. this is the age at which most addicts
get initiated into drugs.




When | understood that addiction to drugs not only
affects the individuals involved but also disrupts
the family and socicty. it was already recognized
globally as onc of the real dangers, which the world
faces. It damages the individual and society very
silently. This “Silent Terrorism™ of" drug abuse
destroys mankind eventually.

As a social animal, cvery onc of us has the
concern for a functional socicty. Towards this
objective, 1 was mvited by schools and colleges
to deliver motivational specches. That was the
time T witnessed the menace of drug abuse among
teenagers which compelled a transformation in my
persona and ignited me to sensitize the students
about the ill-effects of drug abuse and addiction. In
due course the feedback and impact ol my speeches
among the students encouraged me to crusade for
the noble cause.

As Assistant Narcotics Commissioner, Chennai, |
comprehended that Drug abuse is a result of two
factors — the availability of drugs and the psycho-
social conditions which result in their abusc.
Theretore, cqual cmphasis needs to be placed on
supply and demand reduction. Of these. demand
reduction is more productive than supply reduction
in the sense as long as demand 1s there supply linds
its way to reach the demand. Therefore, 1 started
delivering speeches in Schools and Colleges with
a PPT, dealing with various facels of the issue of
drugs and addiction providing information about
legalities, organizational objectives, and impact
on human body and on the society and the risks
involved in handling the drugs, to reduce the
demand for drugs.

“We are all litle men serving great causes, but
because the cause is great, something of that
greatness talls upon us also™. 1 realised the words of
Jawaharlal Nehru when my speech attracted many
institutions all over India. My awarencess specches
also attracted mass media (print. media, visual
media and AIR). without which any awareness
cannot be successful. My speeches enabled AR 1o
indentify me in airing the message for the musses
on the International Day against Drug Abuse and
icit Trafficking (June 26) for the last three years.

Visible results of my speeches took the form ol
hundreds of feedback and  appreciabon  letters
received from top Institutions like Lt. Governor
of Puducherry., Ministry of Health, Govt. of West
Bengal, Govt. of Tamil Nadu, Govt. of Gujarat,

The number of students pledging  themselves
against drug abuse after my speeches: invitations
from colleges to address their students 6 months
after my carlier speech was effective in controlling
the drug menace in college hostels: thousands
of students joining my face book puage to creale
awarcness against drug abuse; and the print media
(The Hindu, Indian Express, Times ol India,
Hindustan Times., India Today. Business Standard.

Gujarati, Bengali. ete.) carrying the
message of my speeches has served the purpose of
drug demand reduction.

The answer 15 my
attempt for a Guinness World Record, which 1
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thought will have a far reaching effect on my
mission of creating a drug frec world. Further, what
impressed me the most about the Guinness World
Records Management Team was that the decision
making was neither opaque, nor favoritism shown,
nor lobbying allowed as the existing world record is
challenged and demonstrated in the public domain
and the deserving endcavor enters the history book.

When | took the challenge to break the existing
Record, 1 realised that it was a Himalayan task
to comply with the tailor made guidelines of the
Guinness World Records Management Team. To
quote a few:

The lesson must follow the struciure of a normal
class and a lesson plan must be submitted for
pre-upproval prior o the attempt.

For the purpose of this record, the focus of the
lesson must be around the effects of recreational
or illegal drugs only, tobacco/nicotine
and alcohol are not permitted as these are
monitored under separate record titles.

The instructor must be suitably qualified to
teach the chosen subject. Proof of yualifications
must be submitted with the evidence.

The lesson musi be taught in accordance (o
current national or international guidelines
set out by a national medical authority which
must he approved prior o the attempt.

When the GWR Management tean realised that |
have lectured this lesson in more than 100 Medical
Colteges of the country as part of their CME
programme, my candidature as Instructor and my
lesson plan were pre approved wilhout insisting for
an approval from the Medical Council of India.

It took 102 days of meticulous planning for getting
other pre approvals and for the attempl to happen.
After the pre approval of Instructor and lesson plan.
Rotary Club of Madras came forward to associate
in organizing the event as envisaged by the GWR
Management Tecam and it took 45 painstaking
days for planning, pre approval of} the layout
plan, seating methods, counting methods, Venue
Layout, Verification Method, Delincation of Arca.
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registering of students  for Bar-coded ticketing
system in Wristbands ete, and execution.

As per guidelines, 1 needed to take a challenge
on the number of people to be sensitized through
my speech and if even 10% of the total number
of people did not listen to my speech even for a
second, then the atempt will be disqualified.

I took a challenge of 2,013 people based on the
physical nature ol the auditorium layout vis-a-
vis complying with the conditions ol the GWR
Management Team.

The organizers asked me to stage-manage the
event for 30 minutes, the minimum time required
for the lesson as per the Guidelines, or at lcast
complete the speech within an hour so that there
won't be any difficulty in keeping the entire crowd
focused and attentive. As my lesson was evolved
scientifically, based on trial and error method to
ensure sensitization as well as to keep the audience
focused throughout the lesson, my priority was to
sensitize the audience against drug abuse while
attempting for the Record, which nccessitated
completion of my PPT in letter and spirit for which
I needed at least 90 minutes time.,

[was only worricd about the level ofprofessionalism
in the arrangements required to be matched with the
expectations of the GWR Management Team for
which I was depending on the organizers. 1 never
had any worry about sensitizing the entire audience
and keeping them focused for 90 minutes as 1 had
addressed 3,000 college students for 90 minutes in
Madurai where the students were scated on bare
floor without chairs and air conditioner in an open
area and to the best of my knowledge none of them
lefl the place till the end of my speech given that
there was no compulsion to attend my speech.

With that confidence, without compromising my
mission of sensitizing the audience. | completed
my lesson plan (PPT) and thereby attempted the
Guinness World Record. The event happened in the
eyes of 7 cameras including a UAV simultaneously
recording with uniform time ticking in the cameras
{0 uvoid any tampering of evidence.




Out of the 2,013 audiences excluding guests,
officials, press and event management team, only
4 students, who left the auditorium on medical
emeigency, were disqualified. The event was
documented with the help of 66 appointed stewards
who supervised the attention (to my speech) of a
group of 32 audiences eacly, 4 independent witnesses
to monitor the entire event and two approved time
keepers for recording the speech duration.

GWR Management Team reviewed the evidences
for more than two months to verify about how
many people were continuously listening to my
awareness speech and after raising a few queries,
the attempt was finally approved with a fotal count
of 2,009 people as the final measure breaking the
previous record of 650 people,

This new Guunness world record iz dyed-in-the-
wool of the youth population of India. With a
whopping 356 million strength in 10-24 year-olds,
India has the world’s largest youth population
despite having a smaller population than China as
per the recent report of United Nations Population
Fund. I am confident that this new Guinness World
Record will go a long way i saving the younger
generation from falling prey to drug abuse to make
India an economic super power by reaping the
demographic dividends.

For creating a milestone one needs to have passion
and perseverance. But these personal traits are not
sufficient as we also require conducive external
factors such ag a thoughtful spouse (I hope married
people will agree with me) and the permission of
